The Zoning Code text amendment would adopt co-living housing allowances and regulations consistent with state law (HB 1998). Co-living housing would be allowed in all zones allowing up to a 6-plex multi-family structure and mixed use development including Medium and High Density Residential, General Commercial, Neighborhood Commercial, East Sumner Urban Village and Town Center. Parking regulations and sewer fees will also be amended.

The proposed zoning code amendments removes the required parking if a co-living housing is within ½ mile walking distance from a major transit stop. Vehicular trips are reduced if projects are proposed within the Town Center, and at future project action, these traffic impacts will be disclosed.

No, this is a non-project action

Co-living housing could house those who work in the medical field, as traveling nurse aides, or students finishing up degrees who work locally and affordably. This type of hosing would increase livability. At future project action, the location of the proposed development and density would be disclosed and further evaluated.

None proposed, this is a no-project action
